TVA Parking

DO NOT PARK ON PORTAL ROAD. It is marked and is a tow away zone by the City of LaVista. Please avoid parking in any other
business lot unless you see a sign specifically marked TVA over-flow lot. Thank you ahead of time for your cooperation. Do not park
on any island, we will have your car towed at the owner’s expense. Do not park in any nearby businesses not approved for TVA
parking. See attachment given to the club director/coach.

TVA Facility Rules
1. During tournaments it will be REQUIRED for EVERYONE to wear masks.
a. No one will be allowed into the facility without a mask.
b. We cannot assure a 6ft distance during tournaments and our first priority is to keep everyone safe.
2. Players will wear a mask during play that is covering their nose and mouth.
Players will place their bags upstairs on the racks, change shoes, and immediately come to the gym floor.
Coaches will wear masks while on the bench, if they are 6ft from anyone, they may remove their mask to speak loudly
when necessary.
All staff will wear a mask.
We will provide volleyballs.
Game Balls will be sanitized between matches.
Players on the bench MAY NOT STAND IN FRONT OF THEIR BENCH, it is illegal in club volleyball. If you are to stand it must
be at the end of the bench in line with it, not in front of it. If you are in front of your bench area you must be seated.
9. It will be mandatory for each team to sanitize their bench after the match.
10. For health and safety TEAMS WILL NOT SWITCH BENCHES during the match.
11. Spectators, you may bring in your own chairs, these are ONLY ALLOWED in the mezzanine area. Absolutely no personal
chairs on the main floor, not even on the cement area.
12. We will have seating on the floor area. CHAIRS MAY NOT BE MOVED FOR PROPER SOCIAL DISTANCING DUE TO COVID.
13. Spectators are not allowed to sit or stand anywhere along the wall behind a baseline, including a distance of 8ft extended
from the sidelines. This is a playable area and the players must be allowed ample space to play without possible
interference or risk of injury.
14. We are a SMOKE -FREE campus. No smoking anywhere on the grounds or in the parking lot.
15. Coaches/Tournament Directors, it is your responsibility for your players, spectators and parents to know the rules of the
facility. We wish to avoid any conflict arising when our staff must have to enforce these rules. Thank you.
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Warm-up:

Warm-up will be 2-4-4 (2 min shared ball handling, 4 min for serving team, 4 min for receiving team). The 4 min includes your serving
time. Officiating/work team must call for team captains immediately upon completion of previous match. Teams must stay outside
of the court lines while shagging, it is illegal to be on the court.

Match Play

All teams will receive a minimum of four matches. All matches will be the best 2 out of 3 sets to 25, third set to 15 if necessary. Work
Team (WT), each team is responsible for officiating their court. There will be times you need to work two courts at the same time.
We will adjust according to the number of players and coaches you have.

Awards: There will be medals awarded to the Gold, Silver and Bronze bracket Champions.
